Mission Director Mike DiGiuro and Chairman of Honor 
Flight Bluegrass Jeff Thoke shared, “It is time to resume operations to once again show our gratitude and 
appreciation to our area Veterans for their service to our country”.   As for the Veterans, when we asked WWII 
Veteran Robert McCormack (age 94), he told us that he is excited about flying to Washington to see the Memorials 
and spending the day with his fellow Veterans. 
 
After a two-year halt due to COVID, this day long trip for Veterans will depart Louisville Muhammad Ali 
International Airport at approximately 6:30 am and return at 10:00 PM.   The public is welcome to greet the 
Veterans when they return. As a reminder, airports are covered under the federal mask mandate and all attendees 
will be required to wear a mask in the terminal.  The health and safety of all concerned is our top priority.  In 
addition, the public can follow Honor Flight Bluegrass throughout the day and the Welcome Home on all of our 
social media platforms.
